Routt County Identifies Final Candidates for County Manager Job


STEAMBOAT SPRINGS, CO, June 7, 2021 – In their Board meeting this morning, the Routt County Commissioners identified the final two candidates for county manager, Jay Harrington, town manager of Carbondale, CO and Jerimiah Rieman, executive director of the Wyoming County Commissioners Association.  Both candidates will visit Routt County on Wednesday June 30th and Thursday, July 1st for interviews and a field tour. The final decision for the county manager is expected in July.

Commissioner Tim Corrigan explained the recruiting process that had taken place over the last several months, “We had 28 strong applications and we went through a robust process with the recruiting firm, KRW, to winnow down the applicants to six finalists. As part of the process, KRW did more diligence on the six final candidates including preliminary background checks. We looked at all six strong candidates in executive session last week and because of that, we have narrowed down the list to two candidates.”

All three commissioners picked the same two candidates, which were initially identified as candidates B and D and voted to approve them moving forward.  There was discussion of whether a third candidate was needed, and the commissioners decided to move forward with two, with the understanding that if either of the two candidates did not meet the expectations of the final process, the commissioners would look at additional candidates.

Candidate B was revealed as Jay Harrington, town manager in Carbondale, CO for the last ten years. He has 27 years of experience of working in local government in the state of Colorado. He started his career as a senior planner in La Plata County and has worked in Cortez, Archuleta County, Telluride and Pagosa Springs.  He has served on numerous boards and is strongly integrated in the community. He received his Master of Urban and Regional Planning from the University of Colorado, Denver and his Bachelor of Arts in Environmental Studies and Sociology form St. Lawrence University in New York.

Candidate D was identified as Jerimiah Rieman who presently serves as the executive director of the Wyoming County Commissioners Association.  Jeremiah has strong, leadership and public policy experience. Before his present role, he served as the Director of Economic Diversification Strategy for Wyoming Governor Matthew Mead.  He also worked in the Office of the Governor as the Natural Resource Policy Director working with state and federal agencies on numerous environmental, energy and natural resource issues. Jeremiah received his Bachelor of Science in Natural Resource Recreation and Tourism from Colorado State University and is expected to finish his Master of Legal Studies in Environmental Law and Policy this summer.

Both candidates will come to Routt County Wednesday, June 30th for a field tour, interviews with department heads and a meet and greet with the community. On July 1st, there will be two panels on additional interviews including one with the County Commissioners and another with stakeholders from the county.  An announcement of the finalist is expected in July.
